Influencées par des formes naturelles et réalisées selon un critere industriel ef architectural moderne, les sculptures
de Rothbart incarnent les relations complexes entre la nature représentée par le Gowanus Canal ef la vile de New
York.

La performance a été fimées en vidéo sous I'eau depuis les rives
du canal ef sous le pont. En juin 2014, la premiere performance originale de Waterlines s'est tenue grace & la galerie
interdisciplinaire et salle de lecture Proteus Gowanus de Brooklyn New-York comme une partie de son exploration

Daniel Rothbart : « Waterlines »

LINEAR THINKING, a performative work conceived by Daniel Rothbart, will be performed by Alicia Malialin at the

opening.

The Galerie Depardieu is pleased to announce an exhibition of new sculpture, media and performance work by
Daniel Rothbart from October 9 through October 31, 2014 Three of Rothbart's glass and aluminum floating sculptures

wil be installed in the gallery.

WATERLINES is video and photographic documentation of a choreography for floating sculptures and two canoes
that was performed in the Gowanus Canal in Brooklyn, New York. A floating constellation of sculptures in water
was shifted and reoriented by Daniel Rothbart and Jessica Harris in dialogue with the currents and the ever-changing

environmental situations of the historic waterway.

Informed by growth forms in nature but realized in the vernacular of industry and modern architecture, Rothbart's
sculptures embody the complex relationship between Gowanus Creek (Nature) and New York City that first resulted
in a canal for commerce and later a dangerously poluted waterway-cum Superfund cleanup site.

Tableaux flottants viewed from the Union Street Bridge circumscribed the water's surface but the sculptures were
also conceived for perception below the waterline. The performance was videotaped underwater, from the banks
of the canal and the bridge. The original WATERLINES performance of June, 2014, was hosted by Proteus Gowanus
Interdisciplinary Gallery and Reading Room of Brooklyn, New York, as part of its yearlong exploration of Water.

Also on view is video documentation of three recent performative projects with sculpture that address the theme of

Water. These include “Everything Flows, Nothing Stands Still (For Enrico Pedrini),” curated by Wolfgang Becker in
Aachen, Germany, October 2012.

LINEAR THINKING
Through movement and manipulation, Alicia Malialin re-delineates and transforms the Galerie Depardieu with

erstwhile floating sculpture.
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Daniel Rothbart is an artist and writer based in Brooklyn, New York. Rothbart's work explores the relationship between
nature, urban postmodern identity and metaphysics. Rothbart has exhibited widely the United States and Europe and
is the author of two books. His work can be found in public and private collections including the Museum of Modern

Art in New York.
